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I. SCOPE: 

Department of Technology, Building Technology Aides, and Principals

II. BACKGROUND/PURPOSE:

To define supported computer hardware and identify minimum requirements for support.

III. GUIDELINES:  

Supported computers will be set up, configured, and repaired by the Department of Technology.  Computers that are no longer supported can continue to be used as long as they are suitable for their current purpose.  No additional money or support time should be invested in them.  They will no longer be repaired and should not be transferred to other locations.  They may only be kept if students serve to benefit from them not being removed. 
For the 2005-2006 school year supported computers include any Dell Windows computer with at least a Pentium II processor and Windows 98 Second Edition or later.  At least 64Mb of RAM is recommended and 128Mb or more preferred for Windows 98.   At least 128 Mb of RAM is recommended and 256Mb or more preferred for Windows 2000 or XP.
