*** students are integers and propose riddles to determine what integer they are … use add, sub, mult, div in the riddles

**** groups of students must create and present to other students a new acronym for the order of operations that involves the left-to-right rules of multiplication/division as well as addition/subtraction.

***** groups of students must create nursery rhymes to describe how to add fractions with unlike denominators, the nursery rhymes are intended to be sung to lower grades/math levels
